Objectives: 

1. to practice pupils’ skills using the vocabulary about inventions and inventors;

2. to expand pupils’ knowledge about inventions and inventors;

3. to stimulate pupils’ thinking;

4. to develop pupils’ reading, writing and speaking skills

5. to motivate pupil’s cognitive and creative thinking

Equipment: blackboard, handouts, classroom equipment 
Procedure

I. Warming-up

Greeting

T. – Good morning, students!

Ss. – Good morning, teacher!
T. – Nice to meet you!

Ss. – Nice to meet you, too!

T. – What a lovely day! I hope you all are ready to work, so let’s start!
Lead-in

T. – Throughout history, people have imagined and then created new things to make their lives better, easier, and more enjoyable. From the wheel to penicillin to the computer, inventions continue to change the way we live. Look at the blackboard! Can you tell me which of these inventions are?

Ss. – Telephone, toothpaste, aspirin, wheel

T. – Why the other things on the list are not inventions?

Ss. – They’re found in nature; people didn’t create them.
T. – Which of these items might be considered discoveries?

Ss. – Fire, electricity, gold.

T.- Why do you think so?

Ss. – They had already existed in nature when someone discovered them for the first time.

(words written on the board: telephone, fire, toothpaste, aspirin, electricity, wheel, gold)

II. Main part
Speaking
T. – Look at the blackboard! Can you continue the sentence: “An invention is….”

Ss. – It is something new; something created by a person; something that people use etc.
T. – You’re absolutely right, according to the Discovery School site “Invention is the creation of a new device, process, or product.” The Merriam –Webster Dictionary defines invention as: “an original device or process.” Can you name inventions around you?
Ss. – Computer, monitor, keyboard, mouse, pen, rubber etc.

T. – What are they used for?

Ss. – We use pen for writing, rubber is used for removing writing from paper, keyboard is used for typing etc.
