Objectives: 

1. to practice pupils’ skills using the vocabulary about modern inventions;

2. to expand pupils’ knowledge about inventions and inventors;

3. to stimulate pupils’ thinking;

4. to develop pupils’ reading, writing and speaking skills

5. to motivate pupil’s cognitive and creative thinking

Procedure

I. Warming-up

Greeting

T. – Good morning, students!

Ss. – Good morning, teacher!
T. – Nice to meet you!

Ss. – Nice to meet you, too!

T. – What a lovely day! I hope you all are ready to work, so let’s start!

Lead-in

T. – Today we are going to continue speaking about inventions and inventors and namely about modern inventions. You’ve received cards with pictures. Can you label the pictures with words and phrases from the list? There are some words you don’t need to use.
(Students receive cards with pictures and list with words and phrases)
