Objectives: 

1. to practice pupils’ skills using the vocabulary about languages and communication;

2. to expand pupils’ knowledge about languages and countries;

3. to stimulate pupils’ thinking;

4. to motivate pupil’s cognitive and creative thinking

Equipment: blackboard, laptop, pictures of European flags, map of Europe, handouts. 

Procedure

T. – Good afternoon, dear children! Do you know what day is celebrated today? Look at the blackboard! What date do you see?
Ss. – September, 26.

T. – Do you know what we celebrate today? I can give you some tips. It is connected with Europe, with European Union, with languages. Can you guess? 

Ss. – Day of Europe? Day of the European Union? Day of Languages?

T. – Actually you are right, today is celebrated the Day of European Languages. I’d like you to watch the following video (prepared by the European Centre for Modern Languages, celebrating September 26, http://edl.ecml.at/Events/PictureGallery2013/EDLvideo). While watching, note down anything that you understand from the clip in relation to this day. You can write or say something.

Watch the video. 
T. – Did you like the clip? What do people think about this event?

Students read their notes or just share their opinions about the clip.
T. – Thank you very much for your answer. It was great. I’d like you to check and expand your knowledge about languages. There is quiz about languages to your attention.

01The name Ukraine is believed to come from the Slavic term "ukraina", meaning “border region” or “frontier” but also “home land” or “our country”, with the difference depending on the perspective of whom is telling it, with outsiders preferring the former and native Ukrainians the latter.

02Ukrainian became the official state language of Ukraine in 1989.

03One of the most famous Christmas songs “Schedrik” (a folk song written by a Ukrainian composer, Mykola Leontovich) is known to the rest of the world as “Carol of the Bells” or “Ring Christmas Bells”.

04It is believed that George Gershwin wrote one of the world’s most famous songs, “Summertime”, after being inspired by an old Ukrainian lullaby called “Sleep Is Tiptoeing About” performed by the Ukrainian National Chorus.

05There are three different names for the alphabet in Ukrainian. АЛФАВІТ (pronounced ALFAVIT) is the equivalent of the English “alphabet”, and reflects the first two letters of the Greek alphabet (alpha, beta). АБЕТКА (pronounced ABETKA) reflects the first two letters of the modern Ukrainian alphabet, whereas АЗБУКА (pronounced AZBUKA), reflects the first two letters of the Old Church Slavonic alphabet (az, buky). The latter name is no longer in use in the standard language

06The standard Ukrainian language is regulated by the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (NANU), particularly by its The Institute for the Ukrainian formed in 1991. It is the Ukrainian coordinating centre of research of the Ukrainian language as a social, structural, historical, regional national-and-cultural phenomenon. Its purpose is to consolidate the Ukrainian language as the official language in the lingual space of Ukraine in order to reach the lingual harmony in the life of a present-day civil society. 
07At a language beauty contest in 1934 in Paris, Ukrainian took third place after French and Persian.
