We all prefer home-made food for breakfast, lunch and dinner, so we like to have our meals at home. But when we are at work, have no time or don't want to cook we usually go to the cafes or fast food restaurants to have our lunch or dinner there. If we are very busy to have a quick sandwich with coke, tea or coffee in a cafe, we may take food away to have it later in an office, at home or in a car.

We use spoons and forks at home but very seldom knives. At restaurant we must remember about table manners, use knives and napkins, keep our elbows off the table. Food in restaurants is for all tastes sandwiches with beef, ham or chicken, fried potatoes and cucumbers, cabbage and carrots. For dessert we can have ice-cream with fruit like bananas, apricots or oranges.

Team 2. English Table Manners

Don't put your elbow on the table. Sit facing the table and keep your feet un​der you, don't stretch them all the way under the table. Never stretch over the table for something you want, ask your neighbour to pass it. Take a slice of bread from the bread-plate by hand, don't harpoon your bread with a fork. Don't bite into the whole slice, take it off piece by piece. Vegetables, potatoes, macaroni are placed on your fork with the help of your knife. Cut your meat into small pieces, one piece at a time. Chicken requires special handling. Just eat as much as you can, and when you can't use knife and fork any longer, use your fingers. Don't use your knife for

fish, cutlets or omelettes. Don't use a spoon for what can be eaten with a fork. Don't cat off knife. Don't lick your spoon Try to make as little noise as pos​sible when eating, or they'll say you're a noisy eater. Don't talk with your mouth full. Never read while eating (at least in company). Never spoil your neighbour's appetite by criticizing what he is eating. The customary way to refuse a dish is by saying "No, thank you". Don't say "I don’t eat that stuff  and don’t make faces  to show you  don't like it.
If you really feel hungry ask for a second helping. And finally, don't  forget to say "Thank you" for every act of kindness. By the way, English people do not wish each other "Good appetite".

MEALS IN BRITAIN

A traditional national English breakfast is a very big meal - sausages, bacon, eggs, tomatoes, mushrooms... But nowadays many people just have cereal with milk and sugar, or toast with marmalade, jam, or honey. Marmalade and jam are 

not the same!   Marmalade is made from oranges and jam is made from other fruit. The traditional breakfast drink is tea, which people have with cold milk. Some people have coffee, often instant coffee, which is made with just hot water. Many visitors to Britain find this coffee disgusting!

For many people lunch is a quick meal. In cities there are a lot of sandwich bars, where office workers can choose the kind of bread they want - brown, white, or a roll - and then all sorts of salad and meat or fish to go in the sandwich. Pubs often serve good, cheap food, both hot and cold. School-children can have a hot meal at school, but many just take a snack from home -a sandwich, a drink, some fruit, and perhaps some crisps.

“Tea” means two things. It is a drink and a meal! Some people have afternoon lea, with sandwiches, cakes, and, of course, a cap of tea. Cream teas are popular. You have scones (a kind of cake) with cream and jam.

The evening meal is the main meal of the day for many people. They usually have it quite early, between 6.00 and 8.00, and often the whole family eats together.

On Sundays many families have a traditional lunch. They have roast meat, either beef, lamb, chicken, or pork, with potatoes, vegetables, and gravy. Gravy is a sauce made from the meat juices.

The British like food from other countries, too, especially Italian, French, Chinese, and Indian. People often get take-away meals - you buy the food at the restaurant and then bring it home to cat. Eating in Britain is quite international!

Addition D

The English custom of afternoon tea

The English custom of afternoon tea goes back to the late 18th century when Ann, wife of the 7th Duke of Bedford, decided that she suffered from a sinking feeling' around 5 p.m. and needed tea and cakes to bring back her strength. Tea had arrived. Fashionable Tea rooms were opened for high society and soon tea became the national drink of all classes. ; Today the British drink more tea than any other nation - an average of 4 kilos a head per annum, or 1.650 cups of tea a year. They drink it in bed in the morning, round the fire in winter afternoons and out in the garden on sunny summer days. In times of trouble the kettle is quickly put on, the tea is made and comforting cups of the warm brown liquid are passed round.

An official approval of the national drink came from the Victorian Prime Minister Gladstone, who remarked, “If you are cold, tea will warm you, if you are heated it will cool you, if you are depressed, it will cheer you, if you are excited it will calm you.”
What exactly is tea?

Basically it is a drink made from dried leaves of a plant that only grows in hot countries.

The British first heard of tea in 1598, and first lasted it in about 1650. For nearly two centuries all tea was imported from China until in 1823 a tea plant was found growing naturally in India. Sixteen years later the first eight chests of Indian tea were sold in London and today London's tea markets deal in lea from India, Ceylon and Africa more often than from China.
